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Introduction
Thomas Whitehead CE Academy is a Church of England school and in common with all church schools, aims to provide the best possible education for each of its pupils, within the context of a caring Christian community. As a Values school, we are committed to reflecting the essence of Christian Values within this policy.

Thomas Whitehead CE Academy believes that every child should be given the opportunity to be the best they can be, helping all of our pupils to flourish in God’s love, grace and wisdom so that they will become wise, hopeful, aspirational and live well together with dignity and respect.

Uniform
Our pupils are ambassadors of our school and a high standard of dress and appearance is expected at all times. We are very proud of our uniform and expect all pupils to keep within the guidelines set out below. The Governors of Thomas Whitehead CE Academy together with the Headteacher are responsible for setting school uniform regulations. 

This is our required uniform: 

Polo Shirts 
Polo shirts are to be white and can be purchased from Best Look in Dunstable. School logo badges are available to purchase from the School Office.

Dresses/Skirts/Pinafore Dresses/Trousers 
Dresses, skirts or pinafore dresses must be grey and knee length. Summer dresses should be blue and white check. 

Trousers must be of a full length, plain grey, tailored and without external pockets. Cropped trousers, skirt-trouser combination and trousers with splits are not permitted. 

Cords, jeans or trousers and skirts made of any kind of denim or denim look alike are not permitted. 

Sweatshirt/Cardigan 
A royal blue round neck sweatshirt/cardigan with a school logo which can be purchased from Best Look in Dunstable. These are the only sweatshirts or cardigans permitted.

Socks & Tights 
Socks may be plain black, grey or white and either ankle or knee length. Tights must be grey or black 





Shoes 
Plain, black shoes must be worn in school. Trainers and other types of sports shoes are not allowed to be worn except for PE lessons. Heels and fashion boots are not allowed. Plain black boots can be worn during the winter months. The children spend a lot of their time running and jumping so school shoes need to have a secure strap to keep them on their feet. 
PE Kit 
Children are required to wear a white logo T shirt, black shorts and black plimsolls for indoor activities. Trainers will be required for activities that take place outside. Black tracksuit bottoms can be worn for colder weather along with a grey logo sweatshirt which can be purchased from Best Look in Dunstable. Children come into school in their full PE kit on PE days.

Swimming 
Years 5 and 6 will undertake swimming lesson in the school year as part of the PE curriculum. A swimsuit and towel will be needed for lessons. Bikinis should not be worn. Swimming trunks should be worn and not Bermuda shorts. A swimming cap can be worn for those with long hair.

If parents or pupils are uncertain about any aspect of uniform or appearance they are advised to check with the school. Full uniform and correct footwear must be worn to and from school. School uniform such as trousers, skirts and summer dresses can be purchased from most of the main supermarkets. 

Outdoor Coats 
Parents are asked to provide sensible weatherproof coats. Denim and leather jackets are not considered as appropriate school coats. Coats that incorporate fluorescent and reflective materials are more visible and therefore safer.  The children will need hats and gloves in the cold weather.  

Jewellery 
The wearing of jewellery at school is not recommended for reasons of health & safety, security and suitability. We strongly urge parents to discourage the wearing of jewellery at school. If, however, any parent still feels that some jewellery should be worn, only the following is permitted, which must be removed for activities such as sports and practical lessons. 

· For pupils with pierced ears, one pair of simple, plain studs – one stud in each ear lobe only.  
· A watch
 
If pupils are asked to remove items of jewellery for sports or practical activities, their safekeeping remains the pupils’ responsibility. 



Make-up 
The wearing of make-up or nail varnish at school is not considered appropriate or necessary.  

Hair 
Hair must be appropriate for a Primary School environment and must not be extreme in style or length. It should not be cut shorter than a number 2 and must not be shaved-patterned. This also applies to shaved eyebrows.  Hair must be a natural colour. Only plain, functional and safe hair accessories are allowed.  Children’s hair that is shoulder length or longer must be tied back. 
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
